Feel like riding your bike to Festival? Great idea! The Festival Bike Corral is staffed by 

Festival volunteers and located on the corner of Lyon and Ottawa Avenue. Stash your bike for 

free, until you’re ready to go home. (Bikes left after 5pm on Sunday will be donated to charity.) 

 

Driving down to Festival?  Parking is easily found in one of the many downtown municipal and 

privately-owned parking lots and garages. Note that the Ottawa Avenue exit from I-196 West is 

closed. 

 

Festival of the Arts prides itself on offering outstanding services that are inclusive to all, with a 

designated Handicapped Services tent located on Ottawa Avenue just south of Michigan Street. 

Handicapped Parking (for cars with state endorsed stickers only) is available in the City/County 

ramp underneath Calder Plaza (accessible from Michigan and Ottawa for cars with state-

endorsed stickers).  The Handicapped Services volunteers can assist with parking, mobility, 

Braille and large-print programs.  

 

Festival also has an Infant Care area on Monroe Avenue Level of the City/County Complex.  

Here, you’ll find a private, quiet with an area for diapering and feeding. Emergency diapers and 

sunscreen provided.
